BNT Photostory Project – Guidelines for Contributors
The aim of this photostory which will be released as a DVD is twofold.  Firstly to promote the BNT, and secondly, every dollar from sales of this DVD goes straight to the BNT to help keep this National Heritage trail maintained.
There are 2 ways we can use your photos in the story.  Firstly, if you prefer not to have your name or details appear in writing, we can use your images as part of a general series of photo progressions.  Or secondly, we can keep your photos together in chronological order, with your name, start/end dates, particular sections of the trail etc appearing on the screen.  If you are willing to give additional information such as how your journey along the BNT has changed your life/shaped your values, etc, that can be put into the story too. 
The idea is to convey a taste of what trail life was like, followed by a few closing photos of for e.g.  some other venture that your BNT experience has inspired you to do, where you live/what you do now.
As all the work on this project is being undertaken by ‘time poor’ volunteers, we ask that you follow these guidelines in submitting your images and information to help streamline production. 
1. Select a maximum of 30 photos/news clippings.  These should include distance shots, mid-range and close-ups, photos of yourself and entire traveling party if a group, shots of interesting characters, unusual situations, bush ingenuity – anything that added flavour to your journey.

2. If you would like to share anything from your ‘life after the BNT’, select up to 10 additional photos/news clippings.

3. Scan all images at high resolution and save as jpeg files.  (Ask a teenager for help if you don’t have a computer and scanner).
4. Rename the jpeg files with your surname and a number, eg Smith01.jpg, Smith02.jpg with the numbers being the chronological order in which the events occurred. 

5. Either create a ‘Word’ document or handwrite a list of the jpeg files with a description of each photo.

6. In the ‘Word’ document or on your sheet of paper, write your contact details (plus email address if you have one) and a summary of your BNT journey and ‘Life after the BNT’.  (See page 2 for a sample of what we require). 

7. Burn the jpeg files and ‘Word’ document to a CD.
8. Sign the ‘Photo/Media Permission’ form, plus the ‘Under 18 Photo Permission’ form if you are including photos of your children.
