Membership 
Message from Lloyd Fletcher from ATHRA Trail Tails regarding 2020 Membership
ATHRA 2020 membership begins from the 1st of October 2019; which means all members joining or renewing their ATHRA membership from the 1st of October will be registered for the 2020 membership period. 

There have been quite a few existing members issued with new ATHRA numbers because they have logged into the ATHRA site and used the “New Membership” tab to renew their membership instead of the “Member Login & Renewal” tab. 

When renewing you will be required to enter your ATHRA membership number which will then take you to your individual ATHRA member profile for updating to the 2020 period.  

For members who do not remember your ATHRA number, we have now added a new tab, under “Membership” tab, which is “Forgot Membership Number”. 

Once you click on that tab and follow the prompts and you will be sent your current ATHRA number.           

Don’t forget that when joining or renewing your ATHRA membership, the ATHRA On-Line member registration system will always send you an automated confirmation email. 

Unfortunately, as it is being sent from an automated system some electronic devises deem them to be “Junk” and or “Spam” emails and as such send them straight into one of those 2 folders. After completing your ATHRA registration via the On-Line registration system if you don’t receive your confirmation email please check your Junk or Spam folders – as you will find the email in there. 
Membership Fees

Annually:  Adults: $100 to ATHRA plus $10 to HTRC.  Juniors: $40

ATHRA has announced that a new “Family Membership” is now available ON –LINE for the 2019 membership year and beyond.
A Family in this regard is one adult riding member who is the Parent or Legal Guardian and one riding child/junior. ATHRA has waived the child/junior member fee to lower the overall cost for families.
The ATHRA cost component of this membership is $100.00 in total, plus $10 for our Club.
Visitors: SPECIAL OFFER ON DAY MEMBERSHIPS FROM ATHRA has been continued to encourage people to “come and try” trail riding/training days. Day membership is $15.
Day Membership is limited to two visits after which full membership is required . The cost of one Day Membership registration can be credited towards a full ATHRA membership if the full ATHRA membership is paid for within seven (7) days of the date of your Day Membership.
Members renewing their membership, new riders and day riders must register and make payment on the ATHRA site, www.athra.com.au Adult members also need to direct deposit into The Hastings Trail Riding Club bank account BSB 721 000. Account No 132063  the $10 Club fee and send Sarah Glover a copy of your transfer receipt to  sarahcando@hotmail.com 
Membership Cards: We no longer receive a Membership Card. Your receipt from ATHRA is proof that you are a current member. So either keep it on your phone or leave a paper copy with your tack so if you are going to ride with another Club you have it.  If you join a ride with another Club you will need to show them your copy.
Club Day Fees
Horsemanship / training day: Attendance cost is $5 per adult, which will go towards hire of the venue. There is no charge for Juniors, 17 years & under.
Trail ride: There is no fee charged to attend a trail ride. If there is an additional expense required for a ride, members will be notified prior to the event.

Most horses pass from one human to another - some horsemen and women are patient and forgiving, others are rigorous and demanding, others are cruel, others are ignorant.

Horses have to learn how to, at the minimum, walk, trot, canter, gallop, go on trails and maybe jump, to be treated by the vet, all with sense and good manners.

Talented Thoroughbreds must learn how to win races, and if they can't do that, they must learn how to negotiate courses and jump over strange obstacles without touching them, or do complicated dance
like movements or control cattle or accommodate severely handicapped children and adults in therapy work.

Many horses learn all of these things in the course of a single lifetime. Besides this, they learn to understand and fit into the successive social systems of other horses they meet along the way.

A horse's life is rather like twenty years in foster care, or in and out of prison, while at the same time changing schools over and over and discovering that not only do the other students already have their own social groups, but that what you learned at the old school hasn't much application at the new one.

We do not require as much of any other species, including humans.

That horses frequently excel, that they exceed the expectations of their owners and trainers in such circumstances, is as much a testament to their intelligence and adaptability as to their relationship skills or their natural generosity or their inborn nature. 

That they sometimes manifest the same symptoms as abandoned orphans - distress, strange behaviours, anger, fear - is less surprising than that they usually don't.

No one expects a child, or even a dog to develop its intellectual capacities living in a box 23 hours a day and then doing controlled exercises the remaining one.

Mammal minds develop through social interaction and stimulation.

A horse that seems "stupid", "slow", "stubborn", etc. might just have not gotten the chance to learn!

Take care of your horses and treasure them.
